2. Cancellation. NAVFACINST 7300.7U of 30 January 1998, and change 1 of
30 September 1998.

3. Enclosure (1) provides a general overview of the use, functions, data output and data
elements of IPMS.

4. Enclosure (2) provides the FY 2000 calendar for IPMS with the cut-off dates for IPMS reports
and the percentages to be used in calculating the execution plan-to-date.

5. Enclosure (3) provides the table of FY 1999 and FY 2000 Cost Account Codes and their
related Product and Service Code.

6. Enclosure (4) provides the table of FY 1999 and FY 2000 Product and Service Codes and
their related IPMS Cost Account Codes.

7. Enclosure (5) provides the revised table of Object Class Codes, based on Office of
Management and Budget (OMB) Circular No. A-11(1999), Section 83.

8. The changes for FY 2000 IPMS are:
a. AllEFDs must build execution plans that are the same as the Resource Allocation Plan

(RAP), an& execution plans should not be changed until Headquarters issues an official change
to the RAP. Execution plans should be complete by end November 1999.
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b. Enclosure (3) changes are:

(1) To Cost Account Code "*0AA", Command Operations, add Product and Service
Codes "Q", Supervisory; "R", Other Indirect, and "T", Training.

(2) To Cost Account Code *1PC, Contract Services, add Product and Service Code "Y",
Facilities Management. o

il

(3) For Cost Account Code "*9BB, BRAC Coordination, change the Product and
Service Code from "N" to "K" Base Caretaker.

(4) For Information Technology, two new IPMS Cost Account Codes are added under
Functional Code 9, Special Offices. Definitions follow:

(a) *ITA, Information Technology (IT), In House. This Cost Account Code is to be
used to obligate all in-house workhours, labor and support costs in support of IT. That includes:
salaries; travel; training; general support; voice communications (telephone) costs; purchase of
desktop hardware; server hardware and software; printers; Microsoft Office software; local and
specialized software; telecommunications from the corporate Local Area Network (LAN) to a
Field Office; hardware maintenance; software maintenance; Remote Job Entry (RJE) services;
and purchase of supplies. Product and Service Code "P", Production Support relates to this
IPMS Cost Account Code.

(b) *ITB, Information Technology (IT), Contractor. This Cost Account Code is to be
used to obligate all contractor costs in support of IT. Product and Service Code "P", Production
Support relates to this IPMS Cost Account Code.

(5) As part of the Navy's restructuring effort, CNO (N45) has issued guidance for
monitoring environmental resources. In order to accommodate this requirement, the
following FY 2000 Environmental Cost Account Code definitions have changed from FY
1999 for Product and Service Code “L™

(a) 6AA Environmental Quality Assessment (EQA) Program Assistance.
Support to Claimants, Regional Commanders, or Activities related to performance of compliance
evaluations and environmental quality program management assessments.

(b) BAB Technical/Regulatory Consultation. Provide correct, timely, cost-
effective responses to inquiries and requests for environmental engineering assistance;
applicable for responses to near term, quick answer situations and to longer term project-
oriented solutions.

(c) 6AC Environmental Quality Project Assistance. In-depth project-specific
assistance beyond the general assistance described in Technical/Legal Consultation. This
includes lohg-term or continuous assistance. Includes scope development and cost estimating
efforts. Efgineering acquisition (contracting) execution support is under 6AF (Project
Management).

(d) 6AD Long Range Planning. Support of Claimants and Regional
Commanders in development and implementation of comprehensive planning and budgeting
processes that ensure early analysis of compliance requirements. Supports cost-effective long-

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range compliance strategies. Support in predicting future compliance requirements and in
developing the documentation required for the programming and budgeting process.

(e) 6AH Support to the REC. Support the Navy and DOD REC in meeting the
environmental coordination requirements of OPNAVINST 5090.1B and DOD Instruction 4715.2.

(f) 6Al Technical/Regulatory Information Transfer. Disseminate tec@jcal and
regulatory information to Navy customers and establish mechanisms and procedures that assist
customers.

The remaining cost account codes for environmental will remain the same.
c. Enclosure (4) adds:

(1) Cost Account Code "*0AA", Command Operations to Product and Service Codes
Product and Service Codes "Q", Supervisory; "R", Other Indirect, and "T", Training.

(2) Cost Account Code *1PC, Contract Services to Product and Service Code "Y",
Facilities Management.

(3) Cost Account Code *ITA, Information Technology (IT), In House; and *ITB,
Information Technology (IT), Contractor to Product and Service Code "P", Production Support.

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Introduction To Integrated Program Management System (IPMS)

Purpose of this Enclosure.

The purpose of this enclosure isto introduce al usersto IPMS and to provide users at all
management levels with some insight into the nature of IPMS, its objectives, techniques,
applications, and results.

What is IPMS?

The NAVFACENGCOM Integrated Program Management System is an automated
management information system which encompasses planning, recording, reporting and evaluation
of NAVFACENGCOM resource application at the Engineering Field Divisions (EFDs),
Engineering Field Activities, (EFAS), Officer in Charge of Construction (OICCs), Resident
Officer In Charge of Construction (ROICCs), and the Navy Crane Center. It is different from the
official accounting systems in that it orients resource application to functions supported by
products and services. IPMS is an important facet of our Resource Allocation Plan and external
budget preparation. It isused to provide data required to evaluate the efforts of the EFDS.

IPMS is a sub-system of Facilities Information System (FIS). The datain IPMS is extracted
from the financial datain FIS. The financia datais converted via job orders and redefined to a
format for use by management. It compiles reports for use in analyzing progress, determining
policy, solving problems, and planning action. It also provides management with timely
information to facilitate greater control and to aid in improved decision making.

How is IPMS organized?

IPMS is divided into functions which represent groups of products and/or services. These
functions are sub-divided by cost accounts, which represent a subdivision of the functions. The
cost accounts are further defined by Product and Service Codes. The resources required to
accomplish these products and services are distributed to the EFDs in the Resource Allocation
Plan. The EFDs sub-divide their resources viathe IPM S execution plan into cost accounts and
product and service codes.

The functions, cost accounts and product and service codes are system data elements used in
IPMS for recording the planned and actual resource data. All EFDs, EFAs and the Navy Crane
Center develop an execution plan for the current fiscal year, which must equal the Resource
Allocation Plan. This execution plan is the basis for monitoring financia progress throughout the
fiscal year. By monitoring “actual” resource use against “plan”, the Program Manager can
identify problem areas that are varying significantly from the plan. The IPMS, therefore, provides
the tool required to assure that the obligations of personnel and financial resources are consistent
with the RAP and the implementing execution plans.
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How does IPMS work?

The most basic data element of IPMS for collecting resource datais the job order. The job
order is a six-character identifier which is the means to relate work effort on a specific task or
scope of work to the related product and service code, the cost account and financial management
reports.

An example of the use of ajob order isin reporting of labor. Each employee distributes hours
to the appropriate job order, which relates labor costs to the appropriate product and service
code, project, cost account and function. The total of hours distributed must reconcile with the
official payroll and the general ledgers. All in-house funding documents, such as travel orders,
training, printing and supply requisitions, are assigned job orders, so that these costs can be
related to appropriate product and service code, project, cost account and function.

Because each job order is related to a specific product and service code and cost account,
which isrelated to a specific function, the IPM S can sort and tabulate all obligations of in-house
funds and workhours of effort by product and service code and cost account and compare the
obligations with those in the execution plan.
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What is the output of IPMS?

The output of IPMS is a series of management reports produced at the end of each month.
In general, however, these reports display data on the use of resources by EFD, by function and
cost account, by Work Center, by job order number, by element of expense and by fund
source. Summaries by Product and Service codes are available via Data Query and the
NAVFACENGCOM Intranet "FIS ON LINE QUERIES'. The addressfor FIS ON LINE
QUERIES is "http://207.132.208.50/fisnews/query.htm".

There are six reports each month. Following is a brief description of the purpose and content
of these reports.

It identifies straight time and
overtime hours and labor costs and itemizes unfilled
orders and obligations for support costs. It aso
compares the information against the year-to-date
and annual plan.

In addition to these six hard copy reports, data can be retrieved viaDY L reports and
dataquery. FIS 2.0 Flat File Layouts define the file layouts for the IPMS PLAN
RECORD (IPM-PLN-REC) and the IPMS ACTUAL RECORD (IPM-ACT-REC).

Summary
IPMS provides the means for NAVFACENGCOM managers at all levels within the EFDs and

Headquarters to monitor and control the execution of the resources allocation plan. It aso
provides the data for monitoring the use of EFD operating resources and for developing reports
and budgets for higher echelon organizations. It isimportant that each person in a management
position be aware of and use the capahilities of thistool.

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IPMS Product And Service Codes

1. ThelPMS Product and Service Code is loaded in the job order classification field (FIS 2.0
SHORT NAME: JO-CLF-FLD). It isused to summarize and accumulate in-house planned
obligations vs. actual obligations related to the Products and Services within the EFDs, OICCs,
and the Navy Crane Center.

1. ThelPMS Cost Account Code(FIS 2.0 SHORT NAME: IPM-COS-ACC) is used to
summarize and accumulate in-house planned obligations vs. actual obligations related to the
functions within the EFD and OICC.

Code. All IPMS Cost Account Codes are given four-digit, alpha/numeric codes. The code
numbers and titles of all cost accounts are shown in enclosure (3) of thisinstruction.

3. The Cost Account Code structure, shown below, has been developed as a standard system for
use by NAVFAC. Cost Account Codes and titles are loaded into the file by NAVFAC
Information Technology Center (NITC), formerly FACSO, based on data provided by
NAVFACENGCOM.

4. The main features of the Cost Account Code structure are as follows:

a. Cost Account Fund Code (first character) - Provides fund source identification to cost
accounts.

c. Cost Account Code Identifiers (third and fourth characters) - Provides cost account
identification using sequential apha characters beginning with the letter “ A A", with the following
exceptions:

(1) Cost Account Codes related to Administration, Station Awarded Contracts, Purchased
contract services, and specia offices.

(2) Cost Account Code, “43XX" isused for Design Acceleration Credits. It offsets design
management costs accounted for in Cost Account Codes 41AB, 43AE and 44AB.

1. ThelPMS/RMS Job Order Accounting Classification Reference Number (JO-ACR) and job
order structure, as shown in the diagram below, has been developed as a standard system for use
by NAVFAC.

2. The JO-ACR isthefirst two digits. It isatwo position alphanumeric code assigned to each
job order. All job ordersrequire a JO-ACR. Some EFDs use the fiscal year as the JO-ACR, but
it is the discretion of the EFD to decide what the JO-ACR should be.

3. The next six digits are the job order number (JO). They are non-significant identifiers, which
uniquely identify a product or service. It isthe meansto relate work effort on a specific task or
scope of work cost accounting and financial management reports. The job order can be
automatically generated in FIS 2.0 or coded to use any combination of alpha/numeric characters
at the discretion of the EFD.

The Cost Account Fund Code (FIS 2.0 short name: COS-ACC-FND-CDE) isthe
first position of the four position IPMS Cost Account Code. The Cost Account Fund Codeis
maintained in FIS 2.0 by NITC. Each cost account in Functions zero through 9, including
program“ A", is structured so that the first position can vary with the end use line of accounting,
making it unnecessary to write duplicate descriptions when the effort may be funded from various
fund sources.

1. ThelPMS Execution Plan for each fiscal year will be loaded into FIS via the service, LO2
Maintain IPMS Plan Data. All execution plans should be loaded for the end November reports by
Product and Service Code. When the November IPMS reports are run, the plan totals should
match the Resource Allocation Plan.

2. ThePMS Execution Plans must be the same as the Resource Allocation Plan (RAP) and
should not be changed until Headquarters issues an official change to the Resource Allocation
Plan. NAVFAC-FMO staff will review the plans to confirm that all changes are made with total
matching amounts available in the Resource Allocation Plan.

GENERAL GUIDANCE BUILDING EXECUTION PLANS

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Design Management Cost Recovery

1. Prior to March 1987, design management functions had been directly funded from EFD
O&M,N, SIOH, and MCON Planning Funds. The Design Management cost Recovery Program
was established to recoup the cost of design management overhead by charging all
NAVFACENGCOM customers a prorata share of the cost of design overhead services. To
accomplish this, design work done under job orders associated with the direct design cost
accounts has an acceleration charge applied to straight time.

Includes transportation such as commercial transportation charges, rental of
passenger-carrying vehicles, mileage allowances and tolls. subsistence for travelers such
as per diem allowances; and incidental travel expenses such as baggage transfer and
telephone expenses. Travel costs will be costed to the cost account for which travel is
performed.

TRANSPORTATION OF THINGS, MILITARY AIRLIFT COMMANDS
Includes the cost of transportation of things as defined for object class 0220 when
shipment is made via Military AIRLIFT Command.

TRANSPORTATION OF THINGS, COMMERCIAL AIR

A worksheet should be prepared to ensure that the
benefiting job orders and expense element code O are charged and offset by creditsto
the applicable job order and expense element code O. The net result by “expense
element” will be zero.

PURCHASED EQUIPMENT MAINTENANCE (COMMERCIAL)

Includes the cost of purchased equipment maintenance, overhauls, restricted and
technical availabilities of ships; overhauls and progressive aircraft reworks (PAR’s); and
rework and repair of equipment, vehicles, and tanks when purchased from commercial
sources or organizations outside the Department of Defense.

PURCHASE SERVICES, OTHER

Includes the cost of other services as defined for object class 0250 except for purchased
equipment maintenance as prescribed in expense element code P. Also includes storage
of household goods incident to permanent transfer or reemployment.

AIRCRAFT POL
Includes the cost of propulsion petroleum and interrelated additives and lubricants
consumed by aircraft in flight operations (excludes POL consumed during maintenance).

SHIP POL
